This is essential for troubleshooting auto-
mated email systems

2 Basics

openssl s_client -debug -starttls smtp -crlf -connect smtp.emailprovider.com:465
then continue with
EHLO hostname

AUTH
etc...

If you look at the EHLO, it responds with what auth it supports. In this
case, AUTH PLAIN. So it accepts plain text passwords (over an encrypted
session of course).

Unfortunately, ssmtp (which I'm using) doesn’t support plain. from
ssmtp manual:

Specifies mechanism for SMTP authentication. (Only LOGIN and CRAM-
MD5)

If you instead type AUTH PLAIN or auth plain, it will respond with
334. Tt is then waiting for credentials.
