Remote Controller

The remote controller allows a flying range of 3,280 feet (1000m) in FCC compliant mode and 1,640 feet (500m) in CE
compliant mode*.

Built into the remote controller is a rechargeable lithium battery which lasts for up to three hours. The remote controller
supports a Wi-Fi connection which, when paired with a compatible mobile device, enables live HD video transmission
through the DJI GO app.

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Here are the default flight controls ( Mode 2 ). The left stick controls the aircraft’s altitude and heading, while the right stick
controls its forward, backward, left and right movements. The gimbal dial controls the camera’s tilt.

* In a wide open area with minimal magnetic interference, and at an altitude of about 400 feet (120 meters), the remote controller is able to reach its
maximum transmission distance — FCC compliant mode at 3280 feet (1000 meters) and CE compliant mode at 1640 feet (500 meters).
